As this is a unique tour it is difficult to be very precise about the technical requirements but nothing out of the ordinary is required. This spec is a broad outline but should be quite adequate for the show. If you need any clarification please contact us. As we are now touring please use the mobile phone number for any questions, thanks.

Sound system

The PA system should be of sufficient size, power and quality for the venue and provide full audience coverage.

All equipment supplied should be fully working and suitable for the intended show.

The mix position should be inside the main auditorium, preferably centrally located, without any acoustic obstruction, eg not in a projection room.

Whenever possible an in-house monitor engineer should run the monitor mixes from side of stage. Failing this we require the facilities to provide a 5-way monitor mix from FOH complete with 31 band GEQ's for each mix. This should be rung out and operational for our soundcheck.

We require a good quality 24-channel mixing desk, preferably analogue, with at least 2 post-fade sends and 5 pre-fade if monitors are to be run from it. We need to be able to compress channels and groups without affecting the monitor mixes. Subgroups with inserts will be required.

We carry our own FX/processing rack but we don't carry any EQ so you should provide stereo 31 band GEQ for FOH mix as well as monitors. Should our rack be unavailable we need a tap delay and a stereo reverb unit plus 3 x stereo compressors as a minimum.

We need all mics, DI boxes, stands and cables as we don't carry any. Additional items are listed later.

We require a house technician to assemble the PA and monitor system, mic-up etc and be available during the show. Any system processing should have free access for adjustment by the house tech.

Access

We aim to arrive by 3pm on the day of the show, if there is a change we will endeavour to let you know as soon as we can but can't guarantee to do so. If you are unable to meet this time with your crew please let us know.

We will need access for a LWB hi-roof van and suitable parking close by.

We need assistance for both the loading in and out of our show. We will only be carrying backline, FOH rack and a few other items.

If possible we'd appreciate tea, coffee and light snacks on our arrival as we may have been traveling for some time. Several members of the outfit are vegetarian by the way.

Additional

Neil will need a boom stand for his amplifier (AER).

The FOH position should have space and clean single-phase power for a 14U and a 6U rack.

Video cameras and audio recording are prohibited.

NOTE: We will be multitrack recording the show so require pre-fade direct outs for all channels, preferably on balanced jacks.

We need 13 amp mains drops at each stage point (x5).
